Light Suffixes: 1cs, 2ms, 2fs, 3ms, 3fs, 1cp; 3mp, 3fp (in singular)

Heavy Suffixes: 2mp, 2fp; 3mp, 3fp (in plural)

Note about Type 3:

The same rules for forming plurals of these nouns apply here. If the final root consonant is doubled when

forming the plural, it is doubled here. If the final root consonant is not doubled when forming the plural, it is not
doubled here. Similarly, if there is a change in the vowel (€ > i; 6 > u) when forming the plural, that change also

occurs here. Example: =X < (2°%1) vn
